
  
 

GENERAL CONDITIONS AND INFORMATION 
 
Judges – The judges for the ATRC are Ed Bricker, Margaret Fuchs, Doug Milholland, Mario Boisjoli, Dan 
Huss, Robert LaPorta and Cindy Chilton-Moore.   All decisions of the judges are final.  Three judges shall 
judge all classes offering $2,000 or more in added money.  All judges’ scores will be used. 
 
Judges fees – For classes run concurrent, only the higher of the judge’s fees will apply.  
 
Stalls/Bedding – Prepaid stalls are $150 each until August 14, 2010.  Stalls ordered after August 14 will be 
$175.00 each.  Move in is 10:00 a.m Monday, August 30. No early arrivals please.  Please try to arrive before 
10:00 p.m.  If you cannot arrive before 10:00 p.m., please call Katie Pfeifer at (585) 356-1591 to make 
special arrangements for stalls and bedding.   Bedding may be pre-ordered by completing the Pre-Bedding 
form and returning it with payment to the bedding company.  Shavings are $8.50 per bag.  You may bring your 
own bedding. 
 
Photographers/Videographers -  All exhibitors will be subject to the use of photographers and videographers 
under the direction of show management for the benefit of show promotion.  NO exhibitor will be allowed the 
discretionary use of those services. There is an automatic video viewing fee of $5.00 per run.   
 
Health Requirements and Certificates – A 12 month negative Coggins report is required upon arrival.  You 
must present Coggins to pick up back numbers. 
 
Office Charges –There is a $15.00 office fee per horse.     
 
Payment – An open check or credit card information will be required to check in and receive your number at 
the show office.  If no charges are made during the show, then your check will be returned to you.  An 
additional 3% shall be added to all payments made by credit card. 
 
Refunds – There will be no refunds of entry fees after class is closed.  
 
Class closing times – Ancillary and affiliate classes will close at 5 pm the day prior to the class.  Draws will be 
posted by 7 pm the preceding day.  
 
Late entries – Late entries for ancillary classes will be accepted without penalty but will be placed at the 
beginning of the draw, except for the last class of the day in which late entries will be placed last in the draw.  
Entries scratched after the draw and re-entered will be placed back in the same draw position. 
 
Paid Warm Ups –We will be offering paid warm ups in both the Ford Truck Arena and the Central Park Hall 
Tuesday August 31, and Wednesday September 1.  The cost for paid warm ups is $15.00 for five minutes in the 
Central Park Hall Arena and $25.00 for five minutes in the Ford Truck Arena. Warm ups MUST BE PAID IN 
FULL prior to move in day.  Please see the paid Warm Up Reservation form for more details.
